Materials 

1 ball of each 100g Seriously Chunky in the following colours- 

Candyfloss 809, Emerald 377, Ocean 619, Bright Red 1206 and 5 balls of Sunburst 8289 

For the eyes and mouth  

A small amount of Black 217 

1 cushion inner 16inch, 10 mm hook, Tapestry needle, Scissors and Tape measure  
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Notes   UK crochet terms.  
Cushion can be made to any size 
of your choice. The cushion cover 
isn’t removable. 

Pattern 

To start (yellow yarn) 

Make 2 circle panels 

Rnd 1 
Create a mc 
2ch (ch2 always counts as first tr) 
8tr into magic circle (9tr) 
ss into top of 2ch 
 
Rnd 2 
2ch 
2tr into each st (18tr) 
ss into top of 2ch 
 
Rnd 3 
2ch 
2tr, tr 1 into each st (34tr) 
ss into top of 2ch 
 
Rnd 4 
2ch 
2tr, 1tr, 1tr into each st (50tr) 
ss into top of 2ch 
 
Rnd 5 
2tr, tr1, tr1, tr1 into each st (66tr) 
ss into top of 2ch 
 
Rnd 6 
2tr, tr1, tr1, tr1, tr1 into each st 
(82tr) 
ss into top of 2ch 
 
Rnd 7 
2tr, 1tr, 1tr, 1tr, 1tr, 1tr into each 
st (98tr)  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

ss into top of 2ch 
 
Fasten off  
 
 
 
 
 
Eyes  
Create a mc  
2ch (counts as first tr) 
9tr into the mc  (10tr) 
ss into top of 2ch 
 
Mouth  
20ch plus 2ch for turning  
dc into each st (20dc) 
 
Tassels 
Cut 20cm tassels in each colour 
(2 of each colour for each tassel). 
 
Assemble  
Sew on your eyes and mouth. 
Attach yellow yarn to both 
panels and dc around leaving a 
gap to insert the cushion pad. 
Then finish off dc once cushion 
pad inside and fasten off. 
 
Grab 2 strands of each colour for 
the tassels and loop through 
using your crochet hook. Insert 
tassels into every 4th loop. 
Once all tassels are in trim to 
neaten.
