Age 18 months to 2 years
To fit 51 cm (20 in) chest)

Cygnet Colour Rush DK x 1 100g ball Water Melon ------

A pair of 3.25 mm (US 3) and 4 mm (US6) Knitting needles.

Stitch Holders




Abbreviations

K knit p purl togtogether kfb kinto front and back of next st  st(s) stitch(es) rs right side ws wrong side
Slslipone decdecrease stst stocking stitch (1 row K, 1 row P)  psso pass slipped st over

Ssk slip one, K1, psso patt pattern  rem remaining foll following alt alternate beg beginning
Tension

22 sts and 30 rows to 10cm (4 in) measured over stocking stitch on 4 mm needles

If your tension square has less stitches, use a thinner needle, if more use a thicker needle

Front and Back

Worked in one piece to armholes

Using 3.25mm needles cast on 139 sts.

Work 4 rows in garter stitch and dec 3 sts evenly across last row.
136 sts.

Change to 4 mm needles

O Row 1: *P1, k3 rep from * to end of row

O Row 2: *k1, p5, k1, p1 rep from * to end of row

O Row 3: *k2, p1, k3, p1, ki rep from * to end of row

O Row 4: *p2, k1, p1, k1, p3 rep from * to end of row

These 4 rows form patt.

0 Work a further 8 rows in patt

o Now work in st st, inc 3 sts evenly across 1 row. (139sts)

0 Continue in st st until work measures 19 cm (7 % in) ending with a WS row
Divide Front and Back

0O Next Row: Knit 30 sts and slip these onto a stitch holder for Right Front, cast off 8sts, knit 62sts, slip these 63sts
onto a stitch holder for Back, cast off 8sts, knit rem 29sts.

Left Front

Working on these 30 sts proceed as follows:
O Next Row: Purl

Shape Raglan

0 Work 6 rows, dec 1 st at Raglan edge in every row (24sts)



0 Work 23 rows, dec 1 st at Raglan edge in next and foll alt rows (12 sts)
Shape Neck
O Cast off 5 sts, purl to end (7sts)

0 Work 3 rows, dec 1 st at Raglan edge in next and foll alt row, at the same time dec 1 st at Neck edge in every row
(21sts)

O Next Row: P2tog, fasten off

Back

With WS facing, rejoin yarn to 63sts left on a stitch holder for Back and proceed as follows:
o Next Row: Purl

Shape Raglan

0 Work 6 rows, dec 1 st at each end of every row (51sts).

0 Work 28 rows, dec 1 st at each end of next and foll alt rows (23sts).

O Cast off rem 23sts.

Right Front

With WS facing, rejoin yarn to 30 sts left on a stitch holder for Right Front and proceed as follows:
0 Next Row: Purl

Shape Raglan

0 Work 6 rows, dec 1 st at Raglan edge in every row (24sts)

0 Work 22 rows, dec 1 st at Raglan edge in next and every foll alt rows (13sts)

Shape Neck

O Next Row: Cast off 5 sts, Knit to last 2 sts, k2tog (7sts)

0 Next Row: Purl

0 Work 3 rows, dec 1 st at neck edge in every row, at the same time dec 1 st at Raglan edge in next and foll alt row
(2sts)

O Next Row: P2tog. Fasten off.
SLEEVES

Using 3.25mm needles cast on 57sts
0 Work 4 rows in garter stitch.

Change to 4mm needles and work 8 rows in st st beg with knit row.



Shape Raglan

O Cast off 4sts at beg of next 2 rows (49sts)

0 Work 6 rows, dec 1 st at each end of every row (37sts)

0 Work 28 rows, dec 1 st at each end of next and every foll alt row (9sts)

O Cast off rem sts.

Right Front Border

Join raglan sleeve.

With RS facing and using 3.25mm needles, pick up and knit 67sts evenly along Front edge.
o Knit 1 Row

0 Row 2 (make buttonhole) K to last 6 sts, yfwd, k2tog, k4

o Knit 1 row

o Cast off

Left Front Border

Join raglan sleeve.

With RS facing and using 3.25mm needles, pick up and knit 67 sts evenly along Front edge.
O Knit 3 rows

o Cast off.

Neckband

With RS facing and using 3.25mm needles, beg at centre of Right Front Border, pick up and knit 14sts evenly along
Right Side of Neck, 9 sts from top of right sleeve, 23 sts from Back of Neck, 9 sts from top of Left sleeve and 14 sts
evenly along Left Side of Neck ending at centre of Left Front Border (69sts)

0 Next Row: P23, inc in next st pulrways (p2 inc in next st purlways) 7 times, P24. (77sts)
Knit 2 rows.

o Cast off.  Sew on Button
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
